The organiser of the 53rd ZLÍN FILM FESTIVALU 2013 is FILMFEST Ltd. with Statutory Town of Zlín as a co-organiser. 
The 53rd ZFF is taking place with the financial support of the Culture Ministry of the Czech Republic, National foundation of the Czech Republic for support and development of Czech cinematography and MEDIA project. 
As of this year the festival has a new general partner - ENAPO OBCHODNÍ plc. – a retail network.  
Main partners are: Zlín Region and ŠKODA AUTO plc., IMPROMAT and DHL Express (Czech Republic) Ltd. 

Main media partners are: Česká televize (Czech TV), Český rozhlas (Czech radio), MF DNES and iDNES.cz (Czech daily newspapers).

Dates and locations of ZFF 2013
ZLÍN FILM FESTIVAL 2013 – 53rd International Film Festival for Children and Youth will take place from 27th May until 1st June 2013. The vast majority of film projections and activities will be hosted in Zlín but further ZFF shows will happen in Otrokovice, in Shopping Centre Park in Hostivař (multi-screen cinema Premiere Cinemas) and in Mlada Boleslav. After its premier in Prague’s Hybernia Theatre, the original exhibition of MINISALON – Film Clapperboards has moved to Ostrava and thereafter to Zlín. Furthermore, it is thanks to another popular supportive programme activity – Cinematrain - that ZFF can be introduced in twelve towns across the Czech Republic in regions Střední Cechy, Vysočina and Zlín county.

Opening Ceremony – 53rd ZFF opening film projections
53rd ZLÍN FILM FESTIVAL 2013 will be traditionally opened by two fully-fledged ceremonies in Velké kino. The official opening for children will take place on Monday 27th May from 10 am and its main feature will be the international premier of Canadian film Pee-Wee: The Winter That Changed My Life directed by Éric Tessier.  
The film opening of the evening programme will be Nono, Zigzag Kid (Netherlands, 2012, direction: Vincent Bal) from 8 pm. 
The Closing Ceremony  

The festival will come to its climax at the closing ceremony and the announcement of the awards for winning films on Friday 31st may from 7.30pm in the large hall of the Congress Centre in Zlín. 
In the duration of the evening, Jitka Molavcová will receive recognition for her contribution in cinematography for children and youth. A recorded version of the closing ceremony will be broadcasted by Česká televize on channel CT2 on 1st June at 8pm.  
Other Awards (Given apart from the main ceremonies)
This year’s laureate of the Grand Prix at the 53rd International Film festival for Children and Youth - ZLÍN FILM FESTIVAL will become Canadian film producer and distributor Rock Demers. He will receive this prestigious professional award in the evening of 28th May in the garden of Bata’s Vila in Zlín. Grand Prix of Zlín festival is dedicated to important figures in development of cinematography.

Danish Days of Cinematography – Film and Supporting Programme 
Danish Days of Cinematography will offer the best that has come out of Denmark in the genre for children and youth as well as mini-section for adults showcasing the core pieces that have influenced the world of cinematography. In total, there will be 40 films introduced including movies by famous and well respected directors such as Lars von Trier, Susanne Bier, Thomas Vinterberg, Nicolas Winding Refn, Bille August. A new competitive section ‘’A Thousand and One Night’’ will be dedicated to film adaptations of fairytales by Hans Christian Andersen.
Danish culture will be represented not only in film but also by a rich supporting programme including a remarkable exhibition Queen Dagmar, Czech princess or LEGO® festival in shopping and entertainment centre Zlaté jablko on Míru Square..

The aegis of the Days of Danish Cinematography has been granted by H. E. Anders Christian Hoppe (Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Danish Kingdom in Prague) who will visit the festival personally. 
Specialist Section 

This year’s ZLÍN FILM FESTIVAL will considerably broaden its programme for the specialist audience. 

The Rainbow Marble is a festival project focused on film marketing and promotion which is annually carried out with the support of students of Tomas bata’s Unicersity in Zlín. Project The Rainbow Marble has undergone a long development from festival of children’s advertisement all the way to themes of film marketing. A part of The Rainbow Marble is an International competition of student film trailers and a Competition of the best achievement in audio vision in the Czech Republic and Slovakia. 
Film Industry is a new part of the supporting programme dedicated to specialists, young filmmakers as well as public with an interest in film industry.  Film Industry will introduce workshops with themes such as ‘’The Art of Film Selling’’, debates about film production paying attention to film creation and its marketing and promotion. Apart from film workshops, there will also be a seminar created by Česka televize with its theme ‘What will children’s public television ČT: D look like’’. 

 One of the pinnacles of the programme will be the remarkable meeting of two personalities of world cinematography – Canadian producer and distributor Rock Demers and Czech director Vojtěch Jasny - Master Class – Rock Demers & Vojtěch Jasný.
Supporting programme
A part of ZLÍN FILM FESTIVAL 2013 is an attractive supporting programme for all ages. For each day, there is a variety of interactive activities prepared, full of games, competitions, workshops, exhibitions, concerts and theatre performances. A great deal of attention is traditional paid to the daylong programmes with ZFF partners – Day with Českou televizí, Day with MF DNES, Day with ENAPO and  Day with Českým rozhlasem. In total, there are over 100 activities prepared! 
The Open Air Site programme (grassy hill under Dum umeni, Music Hall) has also been made significantly wider. Prior the film projections of the open air cinema, there will be concerts of different genres and this year there is apart from the open air activities also programme in the new party tent.  The daily programme will be between 4pm and 2am and will also offer for example a graffiti show or DJ exhibitions. 
Minisalon – Film Clapperboards will be introduced in Zlín from 13th may until 25th May in shopping and entertainment Zlaté jablko, from 26th May until 30th May the original clapperboards will be installed in the foyer of the Congress Centre Zlín and the awaited auction will take place on 31st May from 2pm in the auditorium of Academia Centre of Tomas Bata’s University.  

Cinematrain with its mobile projection room is a collaborative project of ZFF and Česke drahy. It has set its wheels in motion on Tuesday 15th May at 10 am from Mlada Boleslav train station and during its jubilee 10th journey until 30th May it will cover the distance of over 400km. From Střední Čechy region it will take its course to Vysočina, South Moravia before traditionally finishing in Otrokovice and Zlín.
