THE 58TH ZLIiN FILM FESTIVAL KICKS OFF

Zlin - For a whole nine days the life in Zlin will be dominated by the biggest and oldest showcase
of films for children and youth in the world. The 58th International Film Festival for Children and
Youth begins on Friday, May 25, and will last until Saturday, June 2. In addition to the film
competition and a retrospective of Czechoslovak cinema, the festival brings to Zlin a wide range
of supporting events for the whole family as well as film stars from both the Czech Republic and
abroad.

This year’s Zlin Film Festival again promises to its visitors and guests a number of exceptional film,
cultural, social and sports experiences for all age groups. ,Our mission is to introduce to our
spectators films for children and young people from all over the world, make them accessible to the
young audiences, and to create a quality alternative to the generally accessible audio-visual
content,” says Cestmir Vanéura, President of the Zlin Film Festival, and continues: , We would like to
offer to our young spectators a view of the world through the eyes of the authors of the films that
have been selected for this year’s festival, and through the supporting events maybe a little bit
more. Our expert programme sections are meant to contribute to the development of Czech
filmmaking for young audiences.”

It has already become a tradition that both the screenings and supporting events take place at
various locations all over the town. The organizers have prepared several new features. ,Apart
from offering several world premieres, we are also introducing a new competitive section for
European documentaries for children and youth. For the first time in history, the Golden Slipper will
be presented to two personalities and Czechoslovak film music will fill the streets of Zlin,” says
Jarmila Zahorovd, the executive manager of the Zlin Film Festival, and mentions other changes:
»We have made changes to the Playful Chateau zone, which will focus more on physical activities
for children. A special Industry Party will have its premiere at Building 94 of the former factory, we
will focus on online security and the phenomenon of youtubering. Among the new features are live
feeds on a special YouTube channel or using a special mobile application.”

The film programme features a total of 300 films from 55 countries, including 169 films in
competitions. , There are 33 feature films, 62 animated shorts and 74 student shorts competing for
the awards,” says Markéta PaSmova, the artistic director of the festival.

The main theme of the 58th film festival is the already announced celebration of the 100th
anniversary of the founding of Czechoslovakia, which will be reflected in three thematic sections
featuring 43Czechoslovak films. ,the first section will feature a collection of eighteen Czech and
Slovak films for children and fairytales, picked by famous actors and filmmakers, who will share
their authentic memories. A number of them will attend the screenings,” says Markéta PaSmova.
The second section devoted to Czech film will highlight the phenomenon of Czechoslovak film
music and a separate retrospective section will be devoted to the work of Ota Hofman, who would
have been 90 this year. The festival will also commemorate the 120th anniversary of the making of
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first Czech films. A special commented programme featuring films by Jan Kfizenecky from late 19th
century has been prepared for the Zlin Film Festival by the National Film Archive. The Biograf
cinema, located in the town’s beautiful central park, will offer screenings of Czechoslovak silent
comedies from early 20th century, accompanied by live piano music.

The festival will also focus on Austria, its cinema and culture. The Austrian Journey section will
screen 15 Austrian feature films for children and youth. A natural counterpart to the traditional
European cinema will be the new section American Teen, offering American independent films for
teenagers.

The total number of premiered films reaches 199, including 18 world, international or distribution
premieres, including the opening Icelandic film The Falcons, Backstage (Slovakia, Czech Republic),
Elsewhere (Canada), Matti and Sami and the Three Biggest Mistakes in the Universe (Germany),
My Short Words (Turkey), The Witch Hunters (Serbia, Macedonia) or the fil 72 Hours in Bangkok by
the Czech director and producer Lubomir Haltmar. The author of the score for the film is the Italian
composer and conductor Andrea Morricone.

Maestro Andrea Morricone will also be one of the distinguished guests of this year’s festival,
introducing not only this film but also his other works. On this occasion he will be awarded the
Golden Slipper for extraordinary contribution to world cinema.

Films in competitions will again be judged by film experts and child jurors from various countries.
»The Czech Republic will be represented by the actress Anna Geislerovd, who will together with
filmmakers from Germany, Austria, India and Poland choose the best films for children and youth.
The editor and producer Adam Dvordk will together with his colleagues judge European debuts and
the actress, director and musician Johana Svarcovd will deal with films in the student competition,“
says Markéta PasSmova and adds: , Our children juries are also international and just like every year,
they consist of 13 children from the Czech Republic, The Netherlands, Russia, Norway and Poland.”“

Distinguished festival guests will include, among others, Iva Hittnerova, Ivana Chylkova, Zuzana
Krénerovd, Jaromir Hanzlik, Ivana Andrlovd, Maro$ Kramdr, Magda Vasariovd, Marek Némec,
Vladimir Kratina, Zdenék Piskula, Eva Josefikovd, Marek Adamzcyk, Filip Cil and many others. A total
of 136 delegations will be present at the screenings of competing and off-competition films.

The off-competition programme will again feature the Young Stars section, regularly introducing
young and promising actors who make a personal visit to Zlin. The film ZOO will be supported in Zlin
by the 16-year-old Irish actor Art Parkinson, who appeared in the cult Game of Thrones series, or
the 19-year-old Texas-born Josh Wiggins, who has appeared in The Bachelors and Hellion. He will
bring Walking Out to this year’s festival..

The festival schedule again features hundreds of events and screenings taking place in more than
twenty locations both in and ouside Zlin. ,Festival events have been going on throughout the Czech
Republic by means of projects like the Film Clapperboards Salon or the Cinema Train, which set off
from Zlin on May 15 and will finish its journey on June 1 in Mladd Boleslav,” says Cestmir Vanéura.
During the festival week, screenings will take place in selected towns in the Zlin region, featuring a
morning screening for schools and an evening show prepared specially for each location. The even-
ing event will be hosted by Vitézslav Tichy and among his guests will be Jan Kacer. (His film debut
in a story set in Zlin and its environs was shot by Elmar Klos, one of the founders of the Bata Film
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DATES AND LOCATIONS
Zlin Film Festival 2018 — the 58th International Film Festival for Children and Youth will take place
from Friday May 25 till Saturday June 2 in Zlin and in the partner towns.

The supporting programme of the 58th Zlin Film Festival started in mid-March with an opening of
the 21th Film Clapperboards Salon in Mlada Boleslav. Clapperboards turned into art were then
presented in Prague, Olomouc, Brno and for the first time also at the European Parliament in
Brussels. Apart from the partner towns, in which take place screenings and supporting events, the
ZFF was brought to 13 towns throughout the country by the Cinema Train.

For the second time, the inhabitants of Mikulov can look forward to enjoying the film festival
atmosphere. From June 8 till June 12, film fans can visit the Echoes of the Zlin Film Festival and
enjoy 20 unique films for children and young people. Numerous supporting events feature a
number of workshops, theatrical performance and exhibitions.

ZLIN LOCATIONS

The screening and supporting events remain the same as last year. The Pegas Nonwovens Theatre
Zone will again offer a packed schedule. A giant circus tent — Biograf — will host screenings of silent
films accompanied by live piano music.

In the Namésti Miru square, children will be able to enjoy creative programmes at the Creative
Workshops Village with art workshops, contests, quizzes and other entertainment. The Festival
Café will again host talk shows with festival guests and delegations (daily from 15:00 and on
selected days also at 19:00).

The Chateau Zone in the upper part of the park surrounding the Zlin chateau will host an
entertaining prevention and security project co-organized by the Zlin Film Festival and the Faculty
of Humanities of Tomas Bata University in Zlin. Visitors will again find the Mystery Lab and can visit
the Festival Science Café of the TBU Faculty of Technology. A new feature in the lower part of the
park is the so-called Playful Chateau zone with sporting and relaxing opportunities for children. the
Festival Chateau will host film workshops.

The popular Festival Alley connecting the chateau park with the Namésti Miru square will again
offer special open-air dancing lessons titled ,,Dancing in the Streets”.

Son of the phenomenal and
famous Ennio Morricone. Already as a fourteen-year-old, Andrea decided to follow the footsteps of
his father. He started his music studies at the Santa Cecilia Conservatory in his home town, Rome.
Determined to develop his knowledge of music, Andrea decided to spend another two years at the
Santa Cecilia National Academy in Rome, one of the oldest and most respected music institutions in
the world. In 1998 he received a master’s degree here under the leadership of Franco Donatoni and
Azio Corghi. Among Andrea’s tutors were such stars as Ada Gentile, Irma Ravinale and Ivan
Fedele. Each of these extraordinary personalities played an role in the forming of the musical life of
the young composer and conductor.

Andrea Morricone composed film music for Capturing the Friedmans and Liberty Heights. With his
father, he worked on the screenplay for Cinema Paradiso, for which he received the BAFTA Award
in 1991. His music can be heard in a number of other Italian films. Andrea collaborates with
talented artists, musicians, singers and maestros all worldwide.

Brilliant talent, sweeping splendour and never-ending innovation are the hallmarks of his music and
music history. His works, just like the works of his father, from classic compositions to film and
television music, have received recognition all over the world by some of the most prestigious
music industry organizations.
